he approximately 40-million “S people” - a little ge than the
population of Canada - live in an area the size of Vancouver Island. This
is considered the second largest Unreached People Group in the world,
with 99.9% of S people being Muslim. Imagine the whole population of
Canada being without a Christian witness! This is where our family
works.

In this culture, all of life's most important milestones - birth, marriage,
et o child-rearing, death - are connected to religious rituals. To be a part of an
S family and to be a part the community, it isimportant to maintain anidentity as a Muslim.

Recently we've been encouraged by many opportunities to share Scripture with our Muslim friends.

Two team members have been able to meet with college-aged students for Scriptural Reasoning
discussions, studying Christian and Muslim scriptures. Many Muslim students have been interested in
the Christian Scriptures and we've had the opportunity to give them New Testaments. Matt has also been
able to speak at his school's weekly assemblies and give encouragement directly out of the Bible from

the lives of many of the prophets. Connie meets with female artisans employed by our handicraft project
regularly and teaches lessons about being a woman of Godly character using Bible passages.

All of these opportunities are exciting! Pray that we'll see fruit from these opportunities to plant seeds of truth
in people’s lives. Pray that the Holy Spirit will provide ways for S people to become Jesus-followers without
losing their place in their families and communities. Pray for persistence for the International Workers, our
family included, who have worked with the S people for many years without seeing much fruit. Pray that we
would trust in the Father's good timing to see a harvest.
