y parents led me to faith in Jesus as a
child, so for most of my life | have experienced
God's care. But | recall an occasion when things seemed
more complex. In 2002 we moved to Calgary with 3
young kids, all of whom had begun their education in
German. As parents we knew we would be fine, but we
really wanted this to be a good transition for the kids,
too. And | was worried that they might. lose their Ger-
man language. It might not seemssuch a big deal from a
distance, but to me at the time, it had become a significant
roadblock. What would we do?

Imagine my surprise to discover that the Calgary: Board of Education
was opening their first German bilingual school that very year and that
all of our kids could attend. CBE had been planning this for 3 years.
A bigger surprise was that our neighbour's kids were going there too.
It was as though God was saying to me, “I've got this. |
already knew it mattered to you. I'm way ahead of you.”

I'm reminded of God's promise to Joshua, “The Lord Himself goes be-
fore you and will be with you; He will never leave you nor forsake you.
Do not be afraid; do not be discouraged.” (Deuteronomy 31:8) So,
whenever | do feel afraid or discouraged, | remember this landmark in
my journey of faith. God is so much bigger than me. He's got it!
