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n September 2010, FAC’s application to become a Sponsorship
Agreement Holder was approved and we became the first C&MA organization

with this status. We have since submitted 31 applications to the

government, which represents 81 refugees. Some have been and
will be sponsored completely by FAC, meaning we as a church will look after
all their settlement costs and needs for one year through our Care Fund. Other
applications are submitted in partnership with a constituent group or a co-
sponsor. In these cases, we do the paperwork and the partner looks after the
costs and support when the family arrives.

Five of the families we’ve applied for have arrived - two
from Iran, one from Iraq and two from Syria. Three of these

families were sponsored by FAC, and the two Syrian families with co-sponsors.
Unfortunately the process time for many of our other applications is very long
and slow. We have applications that were submitted three and four years ago
and the refugees have still not arrived. Presently there is great interest in
refugee sponsorship because of the Syrian crisis, so we've been very busy
answering questions and being involved in information sessions. The
government is promising to process these Syrian refugees very quickly but this
will undoubtedly further hinder other applications already in process.

Please pray that applications that are already submitted will be processed
quickly. Pray also that we might know the limits and parameters for our
involvement in the current Syrian crisis.
