e Weekend supervision of Grade School program, establishing relationships with families.

e Help plan and execute events and DiscoveryCamps with other Children’s Ministry staff.

e Provide pastoral care for grade school families.

e Bachelor's degree in theology, children’s ministry, or an education degree preferred.

e Minimum 3-5 years’ experience volunteering and discipling children, developing volunteer leaders and teams.

e High proficiency in Microsoft programs, Planning Centre, Pro Presenter and basic video editing.

e Belicensed or approved for licensing with the Alliance Canada; or willing to complete the licensing process
within the first year of acceptance of this position.

e Canadian citizen or legally entitled to work in Canada.
